NEW:  There are new messages listed under the “Archive” column: 
· If the message states “Replaced with 52.xxx-9xxx” – the current clause is no longer valid and the replacement clause is to be used. (ex: “Replaced by 52.245-9027”). 
· The replacement clauses (ex: 52.245-9027) have been added to the list and will state “Replaces 52.xxx-9Gxx” (ex: “Replaces 52.245-9G10”).
· If the message states “Deleted”, the current clause is no longer valid and there is no replacement.
· Archived versions are still available for viewing.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR USING SECTION 1
To access -  Find the clause, provision, or notice number you wish to view on the DLA Aviation Acquisition Reference List and click on the DPACS Code number (far left column).  The BSM DPACS Code numbers have been added as the second column.  You will still need to click on the far left column to access the text of the clause.  Any change to the BSM DPACS title or text will be listed separately on the page of the text.
· FAR, DFARS and DLAD CLAUSES AND PROVISIONS.

        YOU WILL BE LINKED TO FAR PART 52 OR DFARS TABLE OF CONTENTS.

NEW:  You will now be linked to the DLAD TABLE OF CONTENTS, then directly to the DLAD clause.  Click on the far left column as stated above.  
        For deviations of FAR or DFARS clauses and provisions, the full text will be displayed.  

· DLA AVIATION CLAUSES/PROVISIONS/NOTICES.

        YOU WILL BE LINKED TO THE FULL TEXT OF THE CLAUSE/PROVISION/NOTICE. 

        When dual entries appear for a clause or provision (DPACS Code is repeated on two 

consecutive lines), it means there is a DLA Aviation Note or pre-filled information appended to the FAR/DFARS clause or provision.  Notes or Notices that are used in BSM are numbered with a -9G at the end.  
           Click the first occurrence of the DPACS Code, to link to the FAR/DFARS Part 52 for viewing the full text of the clause or provision text.  

           Click the second occurrence of the DPACS Code to display full text of the DLA Aviation Note or pre-filled information appended to the FAR/DFARS clause or provision.  

        Clauses, provisions, and notices listed are a part of a DLA Aviation solicitation/award only when referenced in the document.  PACE solicitation/award clauses/provisions and notices are listed under Section 4B DLA Master Solicitation for Automated Simplified Awards.

ARCHIVED CLAUSES/PROVISIONS/NOTICES.

        If revisions have occurred since August 16, 1999, an archived copy of the previous version is also available.  The archive number sited represents the DPACS Code and the date of the archived document, i.e., I38-199610 means the Oct 1996 version of DLAD Clause 52.211-9000 has been archived.  To view an archived copy on the master list, go to the pull down menu at the line's far right column, select/click dated version.

· CLAUSES INCLUDED BY REFERENCE. 
        Per FAR 52.102, the majority of clauses, provisions, notices in DLA Aviation solicitations/awards are included by reference.  Any clause, provision, or notice incorporated by reference has the same force and effect as if set forth in full text.  When only a portion of text is included in the solicitation/award to provide or collect fill-in data or to append a DLA Aviation note or pre-filled information, the text provided is not represented to be the full text of the clause, provision, or notice.

· ORDER OF PRECEDENCE.
        If there is an inconsistency between the date cited in the FAR/DFARS/DLA Aviation  Acquisition Reference List clause, provision, notice and the FAR/DFARS/DLAD/DLA Aviation  clause, provision, notice cited in the acquisition document, the latter takes precedence.
