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If there is an open solicitation for a NSN which you want to submit a SAM, please submit the SAM directly to the buyer noted on the solicitation. SAM’s will not be evaluated for items that are already designated as fully competitive such as those items coded AMSC “G” and described by drawings and specifications.  (NOTE: This applies to OPEN solicitations only). If you are submitting a SAM for a NSN with no open solicitation, please send it to the Competition Advocate SAM Program office address below:

SAMs may not be processed if it is determined that the SAM is not cost effective due to low item demand.  Please review the DLA Supplier Requirements Visibility Application https://www.dibbs.bsm.dla.mil/ra/srva/default.aspx for estimated forecasting requirements before submitting a SAM.
You need to provide SAMs for each of the services that manage the item (i.e. two copies of the SAM is needed if the item is managed by the Navy and Air Force.)  Visit WEBFLIS (http://www.dlis.dla.mil/webflis/pub/pub_search.aspx) to see how many services use the item.  Click on public search, then put in the NSN, hit Go.   Under the “Management” tab, you will see the MOE code for the number of SAMs needed.  Failure to provide the correct number of copies will delay the review of your SAM.
The SAM  review process can take over 180 days from the date the SAM is received by DLA Aviation. Once a decision is made, you will receive a formal notification letter advising you of the results.
